As a result, no replacement will be hired to replace Pam.  The board has approved a third ELL teacher which has already been hired.
· Ellen Rassof was also hired.
· Oscar Rodriguez was hired as Spanish teacher.
· Beth Sheehan- Lucas retired so District 34 will need to hire a new school psychologist.
