There is still time to sign up for the seventh grade overnight tour of Springfield, Illinois.  The trip is scheduled 

for Saturday, March 13, and Sunday, March 14.  Although the trip is not school sponsored, it is organized and 

chaperoned by teachers and arranged through Educational Tours, Inc. which is the tour company that has 

also arranged the Washington DC trip for eighth graders for over thirty years.  This is not a school required 

trip and is offered to those students who would like to participate  and are available to do so that weekend 

The tour is open to both Springman and Attea seventh graders, and registration materials were mailed in 
December directly to studentsõ homes.  Additional forms are available from Mr. Buzard at Springman and Mr. 

Rich at Attea.  There are a limited number of spaces reserved, due to bus and hotel space, so registration is on a first come basis. 

The trip departs at 6:00 AM Saturday morning and students stay overnight in a local hotel.  All meals are included from lunch on Saturday through lunch on 

Sunday, and students will be home on Sunday in the late afternoon.  The trip has a chaperone for every ten students and hall security guards are on duty 
throughout the night.  The scheduled sites include New Salem Village where Abraham Lincoln lived as a young man, the outstanding new Abraham Lincoln 

Presidential Museum, Lincolnõs home and neighborhood, Lincolnõs tomb, the old and new State Capitol buildings, and three memorials to Illinois veterans.  All 

admissions, transportation, food, and lodging are included in the tour cost of $234 

Dinner Saturday night is at a buffet that also features many arcade games, including go carts on an indoor range.  Later at the hotel supervised swimming 
and a dance are scheduled.  Prior to the trip, students will select their roommates.  Students from Springman and Attea may room together if they wish.

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Q: What are some of the activities being conducted during X -block for students who are not in 

need of tutorial help?  

A: The activities in X-Block, for those students not in need of tutorial assistance, are designed to expand upon the 

existing curriculum in some way and take students deeper into curricular areas or into activities, which align with 
the district and school goals around student achievement, climate and utilization of resources. To that end, each 
building has designed its own approach that may vary from grade level to grade level and from team to team.  
Each school dedicates 30 minutes every day to X-Block. 

At Springman, teachers have been conducting lessons and activities centered on anti-bullying strategies while 
building self-esteem and relationship capacity. While centered primarily at sixth grade, these activities and dis-
cussions are aimed at helping students employ strategies that will help them make better choices and be self-
advocates in all situations both inside and outside of the classroom. 

At Attea, teachers and students are working on a variety of activities to help enrich the curriculum.  Some teams 
are conducting curricular extensions through art, Language Arts, PE, band and choir.  Others are focusing on 
hands on activities through science such as out of the box activities and sixth graders will be participating in a 
road trip activity through social studies X-block. The social workers at Attea were also conducting some disability 
awareness training with our sixth graders. 

Both schools dedicate 30 minutes each day for X-Block activities as 
shown.  This column could go on and on in regards to the activities 
and lessons planned for the different teams and grade levels around X
-Block. However, it is also important to note that none of us has this 
system of enrichment and intervention down to a complete science yet 
and we continue to learn by doing.  If you have questions specific to 
your childôs X-Block experience, please do not hesitate to contact the 
principal at your childôs building. Also, look for more information on 
specific X-Block activities in your childôs team newsletter.
